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Rules & Regulations 
 

• Absolutely no visitors allowed in the cemetery before dawn or after dark. Anyone in 
cemetery after hours will be considered trespassing. 

• All pets must be on a leash and must stay off grave sites. Owners must clean up after 
pets. 

• No blanketing of graves with rock, mulch, decorative stone, banners, flags, 
advertisement signs or anything other than dirt. Graves so blanketed will be cleaned up 
at owner’s / family’s expense. 

• No fertilizing/landscaping/decorating grave sites without written permission from 
cemetery Sexton. 

• No planting of flowers, shrubs, bushes, or trees on or around grave sites. 
• No solar lights. 
• All other decorations must be next to or on monument year-round. 
• Funeral flowers will be removed from graves when they become unsightly. 
• Willow Mount Cemetery reserves the right to remove anything at its discretion. 
• No urns, glass or wood boxes, trellises, glass containers, trinkets, toys, baskets, 

ornaments, food, or beverages will be allowed on any lot or grave. 
• Benches are allowed by written permission only of the cemetery Sexton and must 

match cemetery criteria or match monument. 
• Temporary markers are temporary, Willow Mount is not responsible for lost or 

damaged markers. 
• No enclosure of any kind, such as a fence, wall, hedge, or ditch shall be permitted 

around any grave or lot. Grave mounds will not be allowed, and no lot shall be covered 
with any material other than dirt. 

• Areas between graves must always remain clear to allow for easy and proper care of 
graves or lots. 

• No placing of cremains on graves without written approval of cemetery Sexton. 
• Only the Sexton or the Assistant Sexton are allowed to mark graves in the cemetery.  
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 Columbarium Specific Rules & Regulations 
 

• No flowers, trinkets, solar lights, or decorative items on or around Columbarium. 
• Engraving on doors must be approved by the Sexton. 
• Once the door is sealed it will be considered as an internment. Should disinterment be 

needed, please contact the Cemetery Sexton for proper procedure.  
• Opening of a niche by anyone other then Cemetery Staff will be considered vandalism 

and destruction of property. 
• All landscaping, cleaning, and maintenance of the Columbarium will be preformed by 

Willow Mount Cemetery staff.  
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
